It’s also time to help Scottsdale’s low income, homebound seniors and people with 
disabilities for the holidays!  Last year, the Adopt-A-Senior program provided 208 individuals with 
holiday gifts and this year our goal is to assist even more seniors.  
 
There are many seniors in our community that do not have the means, the family or their health, 
to fully enjoy the holiday season, which is what Adopt-A-Senior is all about!  There are a couple 
of ways to provide a joyous holiday to one of our folks in need. The due date for all donations 
is Tuesday, December 1st. 
 
When you choose to Adopt-A-Senior you are agreeing to purchase items from a wish list 
provided by your senior along with, a grocery gift card valued at $35 and a book of Forever 
stamps. Also, we are requesting you purchase hygiene supplies for your adopted individual (see 
list below). If you would like to do this, please fill out the attached form and return it by Thursday, 
November 5th. To submit the Adopt-A-Senior form, you can mail it to me or scan and e-mail the 
form to llory@scottsdaleaz.gov. 
 
Second, you can make a monetary donation to our program, either by cash, check or credit card. 
Please make checks payable to CCCH/VLSC.  Monetary donations may be dropped off or 
mailed to the Via Linda Senior Center at 10440 E. Via Linda, Scottsdale, AZ 85258.  Fill out the 
attached form and return it with your donation.  Credit card donations can be made online at 
ConcernedCitizensScottsdale.org.   
 
Third, you can donate gift cards (minimum of $35 to grocery stores), books of Forever stamps, 
personal hygiene items (toothbrush, toothpaste, deodorant, lotion, shampoo, conditioner, 
shaving supplies) and 2016 non-religious calendars.  You can drop them off or mail to the 
address above. Once again, please fill out the attached form and include it with your donation.   
 
Your donation, however large or small, is guaranteed to lift the spirits of one of our low income, 
isolated and homebound seniors. This helps to make their holidays happy.
